was realised that its islands had been long isolated from the rest of the world, resulting in a unique natural
history which had developed in the absence of mammalian predators. And yet it is only in the last 20 years that
the reasons for this have become apparent and in an exciting synthesis of various sciences our understanding
of the earth's history has been radically altered. We now know that New Zealand was once part of Gondwana,
a great super-continent which comprised all the major southern land masses. For a time New Zealand itself
was of continental proportions, rivalling in size its neighbour, Australia. It was then that many of the plant and
animal species we now regard as endemic migrated here. Some species, like the dinosaurs, became extinct.
Others persisted, and in the 80 million years since New Zealand severed its last links with Gondwana, these
have changed and adapted as the land itself - racked by enormous geological processes - wore down and
then rose again. It was this landscape that confronted the first Polynesian colonisers 1000 years ago.
